Мета вивчення дисципліни. 
Робоча програма дисципліни «Іноземна мова за професійним 

спрямуванням» призначена для здобувачів вищої освіти, які навчаються за 
спеціальністю 051 «Економіка». Робоча програма побудована на принципах 
плюрилінгвізму, інтегрованості розвитку іншомовної компетенції, 
прозорості, гнучкості та варіативності, програма зорієнтована на 
формування професійної комунікативної компетенції як мовної поведінки, 
що є специфічною для академічного і професійного середовища і вимагає 
набуття лінгвістичної компетенції (мовленнєвих умінь та мовних знань), 
соціолінгвістичної та прагматичної компетенцій.  

Основна мета вивчення дисципліни «Іноземна мова за професійним 
спрямуванням» – сформувати у здобувачів вищої освіти професійні 
іншомовні компетенції, що сприятимуть їхньому ефективному 
функціонуванню в полікультурному навчальному та професійному 
середовищі та стануть запорукою конкурентоспроможності випускників 
Вінницького торговельно-економічного інституту КНТЕУ на сучасному 
ринку праці. 

Завданнями вивчення дисципліни є: 
- формування в здобувачів вищої освіти загальних і фахових  

компетентностей для вдосконалення здатності спілкуватися іноземною 
мовою; 

- формування в здобувачів вищої освіти загальних і професійно 
орієнтованих інтегрованих мовленнєвих cубкомпетентностей (лінгвістичної, 
соціолінгвістичної і прагматичної) для забезпечення їхньої міжмовної та 
міжкультурної комунікації; 

- забезпечення здатності реалізувати свої права і обов’язки як члена 
суспільства; 

- розвиток здатності до пошуку, оброблення та аналізу інформації з 
різних джерел; 

- сприяння розвитку здібностей до самооцінки та здатності до 
самостійного навчання, що дозволятиме здобувачам вищої освіти 
продовжувати навчання в академічному і професійному середовищі як під 
час навчання у виші, так і після отримання диплома про вищу освіту; 

- формування здатності застосовувати знання у практичних ситуаціях; 
- розвиток навичок міжособистісної взаємодії; 

- залучення студентів до таких академічних видів діяльності, які 
активізують і далі розвивають увесь спектр їхніх пізнавальних здібностей; 

- допомога здобувачам вищої освіти у формуванні загальних

оскільки забезпечує професійно орієнтовану іншомовну компетенцію 
фахівців. Програма упорядкована відповідно до анотації освітньо-професійної
